The Harvard Conservation Commission will conduct a 
virtual public hearing under Massachusetts General Laws 
Chapter 131, Section 40, The Wetland Protection Act and 
the Code of the Town of Harvard, Chapter 119, Harvard 
Wetland Protection Bylaw, on Thursday, Oct. 6, 2022, at 
7:30 p.m. on a Notice of Intent filed on behalf of Pradeep 
and Marisa Khurana for minor modifications to the existing 
sewage disposal system, the addition of a two-car garage, 
deck, covered porch, modified gravel driveway and walkway/
retaining wall to an existing single-family home within the 200' 
buffer zone to Bare Hill Pond and the 100' wetland buffer zone 
to a wetland resource area at 110 Warren Avenue, Harvard.
