The Harvard Conservation Commission will conduct a virtual 
public hearing under Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 
131, Section 40, The Wetland Protection Act and the Code of 
the Town of Harvard, Chapter 119, Harvard Wetland Protection 
Bylaw, on Thursday, April 20, 2023, at 8 p.m. on a Notice of 
Intent filed on behalf of Kelsey Nickerson for two small addi-
tions to an existing single-family home, water proofing, drain-
age improvements to the existing foundation, reconstruction 
of the existing deck and sonotube supports, reconstruction of 
a small timber retaining wall, installation of a mechanical lift 
along a new walkway, construction of a detached garage and 
the extension of the existing driveway within 200' of Bare Hill 
Pond at 133 Clinton Shore Drive, Harvard.
