19, 2023, at 8 p.m. on an Abbreviated Notice of Intent filed on behalf 
of Harvard Conservation Trust for an invasives plant removal, native 
plant re-introduction and wildlife habitat restoration within the 100' 
wetland buffer zone and 200' riverfront area on the Muller land (Map 
18 Parcel 42) on Littleton County Road, Harvard.
